What do I need to bring for my pony?

· Saddle & Bridle Complete

· Head Collar and Lead Rope

· Grooming Kit (Brushes, Hoof Pick, Comb)

· Tack Cleaning Equipment (Small sponge, saddle soap, metal polish etc)

· Hay net / Feed (if required)

· Bucket

What do I need to bring for me?

· Helmet (Approved by PAS 015 / BSEN 1384 or ASTM F1163 with S.E.I. All hats must bear the CE mark and either BSI Kite mark or SEI global symbol)
· Body Protector – Level 3 (purple)

· Rain wear / Complete change of clothes
· Sun cream (hopefully!)

· Note Book & Pen / Pencil

· A mug for Lucy & Hillary’s famous soup

· A smile!

Notes for Parents:

· Rides have been selected based on test levels, age, experience and assessments from rallies. Some children may have progressed further over the winter than others from competing and representing their club. We feel this is the fairest way of selecting groups.

· Approved helmets must be worn at all times when mounted and Body Protectors are compulsory for all show jumping and cross country activities.
· Please do not interfere when children are in their ride. The instructors, who are all trained in first aid, will take responsibility if an accident occurs.

· Ponies must be 5 years old +.

· Strictly no riding is permitted at lunchtime.

· All horses / ponies must be vaccinated before camp. Passports may be inspected at camp.

· Help is needed in the kitchen in the mornings and lunchtimes. Please call in to the Lucy & Hillary during the week to give them a hand – especially new members as these lovely ladies will give you the warmest welcome to Pony Club.

·  One Day Event Preperations

· ODE takes place on Sunday after camp and an army of people are needed during the week to get ready and also on Sunday. 
· We will have a Rota in the tent – please volunteer some time during the week to help. No experience necessary! 
· We would like all families to nominate at least 1 person to help on Sunday – fence stewards, tack inspectors, dressage writers all needed. Please record the times you are available on Sunday on the rota in the tent or contact any member of the committee.

· Entries – any member wishing to compete in our ODE must have entries in by Tuesday at 10:30am. Classes from Under 12 upwards.

· Camp Costs: €130 per child, €120 for second child, €110 for third child etc. Please pay on Mon 4th at latest
